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Dear partners,

The Global Fund to Fight HIV, TB and Malaria provided to the Kyrgyz Republic $180.99 million
USD between 2004 and 2023, covering a significant part of the national HIV and TB responses,
including treatment and prevention among the key populations - and contributing to the country
eliminating malaria as certified by WHO in 2016.

The Global Fund support enabled cooperation between different national stakeholders, in
particular, civil society and key populations, and government. The Country Coordinating Mechanism
(CCM) had strong representation of civil society and key populations. It has been incorporated as the
HIV and TB Committee in the Coordinating Council for Public Health under the Government of the
Kyrgyz Republic, with the mandate (from the oversight of the Global Fund grant initially) on the
overall coordination and management of all national HIV and TB programs. The CCM of the Kyrgyz
Republic was a best practice example for the whole Global Fund Partnership.

After submission of the Country Note funding request in March 2023, the Global Fund notified
in May 2023 about approval of allocation of $27.8 million USD for 2024-2026.

At the same time, in spring 2023, discussions unfolded in the Parliament of the Kyrgyz
Republic demanding to review the current CCM composition with representation of civil society and
key populations, raising the issue to immediately transfer the Global Fund grant’s management to
governmental institutions, and doubting the feasibility of the Note content with activities aimed at
HIV prevention among key populations, particularly LGBT people.

These discussions lead to the May 24, 2023 decision of the Coordinating Council for Public
Health to revise the CCM Regulations including its structure and composition. The CCM activities
have been effectively put on hold well before that.

There exist significant risks that the communities and civil society will be left out from the
revision of the CCM regulations and not be duly represented in the reformed HIV and TB Committee.
As a result, proper oversight of the Global Fund-supported programs will be compromised.



We request that the Global Fund conveys to the Kyrgyz government a clear message about
strict compliance with the Global Fund policies, including the CCM Eligibility Requirements, in
particular the following:

® Requirement 2: Document a transparent process for the nomination of all new and continuing
PR(s) based on clearly defined and objective criteria;

® Requirement 4: Evidence of membership in CCM of people that are both living with and
representing people living with HIV; people affected by and representing people affected by
tuberculosis; and people from and representing key populations

® Requirement 5: All CCM members representing nongovernment constituencies should be
selected by their own constituencies.

Failing to comply with the Global Fund policies and CCM requirements should be regarded by the
Global Fund Secretariat as a concern for concluding an agreement with the Kyrgyz Republic for the
2024-2026 funding.
